4.4.2 Procedure and policies for maintaining and utilizing physical, academic and support facilities- 

laboratory, library, sports complex, computers, classrooms etc.  

  The primary responsibility of the college for developing the college infrastructure lies 

within the Governing Body of the college. Under its direction the college administration avails 

funds from the University Grants Commission and other agencies by which the necessary 

developmental works are done The college regularly maintains the laboratory equipment there by 

checking the working status of instruments. The laboratories are maintained by means of annual 

maintenance contract for computer, equipment, peripherals, networking, UPS, elevator, DG Set 

etc. Academic and support facilities like library, sports, NSS, NCC are the platforms supporting 

overall development of the students. Accession of library is permitted to all. A provision of the 

budget for the library maintenance is made by the college management. The activities like 

painting, fumigation and keeping the library clean is one frequently by the management and 

library staff. Books are arranged in simple but systematic manner to help the user locate the 

books easily. Information regarding the arrival of new resources are circulated to all the 

departments. The institute’s sports department is well equipped to help the budding players. 

There are multiple sports facilities to keep students engaged and physically fit. Gymnasium hall 

equipped with all modern scientific machines is available for the use of students as well as 

teachers. The college has also a multipurpose yoga hall and health care centre. The students 

participate in state and national level competitions and bring laurels to the college. The college is 

equipped with ICT and well connected computer network via the LAN with high speed internet 

connection. The administrative office makes use of software packages for managing the 

admission process, accounts and payroll. The department staff can make use of the computer 

system with internet facilities at their seating places. The management have provided laptops to 

each department. The maintenance of the UPS and the Generator is regularly monitored. 

Electricals and plumbing related maintenance is also done with the help of local skilled persons. 

CCTV cameras are installed to monitor and keep a check on every activity in the college. The 

students are provided spacious, airy and well equipped classrooms. Classrooms are cleaned daily 

by the non teaching  staff of the college. Regular monitoring of electrical and fixtures is done and 

repaired immediately.
